All players must arrive at the Pennant Hills Complex (off Britannia Street) by 7.30am,
and are usually accompanied by parents, therefore, use private transport arrangements. However, | can organize
the College minibus if given adequate notice. The minibus would be scheduled to leave the College at 6.30am and
return after the last game of the day for St Vincent’s. Parents and spectators are welcome to attend if double
vaccinated and they social distance.

Information for Students (and of interest to parents/carers)

e Unfortunately, this year under our Covid Safety Plan, there can be no sharing of food or drink.

e St Vincent’s has been allocated court 10 as our home court sharing with Roseville College. This court must
be kept clean at all times.

o Play will commence with Singles on Day 1 and Doubles on Day 2 at 8.00am, however, players must report
to the courts 30 minutes prior to the starting time. Players must be prepared to remain for matches until
approximately 6.30pm on Days 1 and 2. Players must report when called. Punctuality is essential or a forfeit
may be awarded.

® Correct sports uniform must be worn at all times: SVC Navy cut-off sleeve shirt, SVC skirt, SVC socks, tennis
shoes in good condition, SVC hat.

e Players must remain well hydrated each day and protected from the sun. Wet weather gear is also required.
It may also be an idea to bring a spare racquet in case of strings breaking. There is a canteen available,
however, a lunch from home is likely to be more nutritious.

If you are happy for your daughter to participate in the Tildesley Tournament 2022, kindly complete the permission
note, and return to me by Monday 7 March. Please be particularly attentive to transport requirements.

It is essential for the safety of all that your daughter immediately notify me if she has any Covid-like symptoms on
the Tournament Days.
